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Introduction to WPRIM

The Western Pacific Region Index Medicus (WPRIM) is a project of the WHO Western Pacific Regional Office in collaboration with several institutions in its Member States. This is the Region's contribution to the Global Health Library (GHL) initiative which aims to extend to all the benefits of the knowledge that is essential to the fullest attainment of health. WPRIM will be deployed and hosted, along with the index medici of other WHO Regions, at the Global Index Medicus portal under the GHL platform, where searches can be conducted individually or simultaneously through a federated search engine.
Goal
The creation of an online index of medical and health journals published in Member States of the WHO Western Pacific Region which can be accessed on the Internet thus ensuring global accessibility of medical and health research done in the Region.
Objectives
To index selected medical/health journals in Member States of the WHO Western Pacific Region. 
To create a bibliographic database containing records linked to their full text. 
To raise the level of journal publishing in Member States of the WHO Western Pacific Region through a peer-review system. 
To build the capacity of participating health institutions. 
Platform

On the first joint meeting of the APAME and the WPRIM，which was held in Beijing in November 2008, the Institute of Medical Information, Chinese Academy of Medical Sciences (IMICAMS) was appointed to provide technical support for the development of the WPRIM platform. The WPRIM platform was launched in May 2010.
1. WPRIM Candidate Journal Selection System

1.1 User Login

There are two kinds of roles in the WPRIM Candidate Journal Selection System: Country focal person and RJSC member.
Country focal persons take charge of adding journals of their own countries.

RJSC members are responsible for reviewing journals.

1.2 Add Journal

After logging in, the Country focal person will see the page of Figure 1-2.

Click the button of “Add New Journal” to start the adding process.
Select a checkbox and click the button of “Delete Journal” to delete the corresponding journal.
1.2.1 Add Journal Information

The country of the journal is generated by the focal person’s country automatically.

Journal title, ISSN, Start year and Cover are required.

Fill in the basic information, contact information, statistical data of the journal one by one, then click the button of “Save”.

1.2.2 Upload Attachment

Click the link of “Set Journal” on the left panel back to the Figure of 1-2.

Select the checkbox ahead of the newly-added journal and click the button of “Upload Attachment” to upload the corresponding full-text sample issues of the journal.

Tips:

(1) For sample issues, only PDF document and the URL of the full-text link are accepted.

(2) Click “Show” to check the corresponding issue.

(3) Click “Delete” to delete the corresponding issue.
1.3 Review Journal

After logging in, the RJSC member will see the page of Figure 1-5.

Click the journal title to review the detailed information, then:

(1) Click “Agree” to accept the journal, or

(2) Click “Disagree” to refuse the journal.

Tips: 

Click “Comment” to open the comment window (Figure 1-6), in which the RJSC member can explain the reasons of agreement or disagreement.

2.2 Journal Management
2.2.1 List of All Journals/My Journals

After logging in, you can browse all of the journals by initial navigation, but you can only edit/delete the journals of your own country.

Click “My Journals” to get the journal list of your own country.

Click “Edit” to edit journal information.
Click “Delete” to delete the journal together with its articles.
Click “Add Journals” to create a new journal.
Click “All Journals” to get the list of all journals.

Click “Import Data” to upload XML file of articles.
2.2.2 Add Journals

Journal title and ISSN are required, the system will refuse to save if there is already exists a journal with the same title and ISSN.
The country of the journal is determined by the user’s country automatically.
Click “Upload” to upload a picture of the journal cover.

2.2.3 Journal Information
View journal details by clicking the title.

All publishing years are listed at the bottom of the page.

“Add” button will appear if the journal belongs to your country, then you can click it to add the year, volume and issue of the journal.

2.2.4 Volume and Issue Page
Click the number of the year on the journal information page to check all volumes and issues in this year.

Click “Edit” to edit the issue information.

Click “Delete” to delete the issue together with its articles.
Click “Add Issue” to add new volume and issue.
Select the issues you want and click “Export Issue”, all the articles in these issues will be downloaded with XML format.
Click “Import Issue” to import XML file of articles as well as their corresponding volumes and issues.
2.3 Article Management

2.3.1 View Article list
Click the issue number on volume and issue page to view its articles.

2.3.2 Add Article
Click “Add Article” on article list page to add a new article.

Article title and First page are required.
Click “Upload” to upload photos or files of the article, so that the search users can download them directly.

Tips:
(1) If there is more than one Author, MeSH term or Keyword, separate them with semicolon.
(2) If there are many authors, click “Add” to generate a new input box.
(3) Add “*” before MeSH term, if you think it’s a major one.
(4) Characters not in the standard ASCII character set must be represented using standard SGML entity codes.

2.3.3 Import Data
You can import article data on Home page or on volume and issue page by clicking “Import Data” or “Import Issue”.

(1) Click “Browse” to choose local XML file then select import type.

(2) After submitting, the feedback information such as the number of successful and failed records in the process of importing will display.
(3) If don’t exist, the articles’ journal information, volume and issue can be generated automatically.
3. WPRIM Data Format
This is the standard data format that publishers are required to use in submitting citation data to WPRIM. Only journals that are already approved for inclusion in WPRIM should be submitted.
3.1 XML Tags

Tag names are case sensitive. Required tags(R = Required) must be included; optional tags (O = Optional) must be included only if the data requested appears in the print or electronic article.
· File Header (R) The header information should include: <!DOCTYPE ArticleSet SYSTEM "http://wprim.whocc.org.cn/WPRIM_1.dtd">.
· ArticleSet (R) An entire submission of the set of articles for each issue. Each issue of a given journal must be enclosed in these tags. 

· Article (R) Each article must be enclosed in these tags. Do not submit data for the following items: book reviews, advertisements, announcements, erratum notices, software and equipment reviews, and papers to appear in forthcoming issues. 

· Journal (R) Citation information about the journal issue is contained within this tag in the file. 

· Country (O) The name of the country where the journal is published.
· PublisherName (O) The publisher name.

· JournalTitle (R) The full title of the journal, in English, published in English or translated to English.
· VernacularJournalTitle (O) The journal title in the original language. 
· Issn (R) The ISSN or ESSN of the journal.

· Volume (O) The volume name or number of the journal, including any supplement information, e.g., 12 Suppl 2, 19 Suppl A, etc. This tag is Required if the Issue tag is not present.
· Issue (O) The issue number, e.g., 6, 7-8, etc. This tag is Required if the Volume tag is not present.
· PubDate (R) The publication date information must be enclosed in the following date tags. NOTE: Print or Electronic publication dates should accurately reflect the date format on the article. 

· Year (R) The 4-digit year of publication.

· Month (O) The month of publication. <Month> only contain the numbers 1-12. 

· Day (O) The day of publication. <Day> only contain the numbers 1-31. 

· ArticleTitle (R) The article title, in English, published in English or translated to English in the journal. Do not submit this tag if the published title is not in English or is not translated to English in the journal.
· VernacularTitle (O) The article title in the original language. 

· FirstPage (R) The first page on which the article appears. If an article appears in more than one language with consecutive pagination, pagination should be inclusive of all texts. 

· LastPage (O) The last page on which the article appears. If an article appears on one page, this is the same as FirstPage. If an article appears on non-consecutive pages this tag should still contain the last page on which the article appears. If an article appears in more than one language in the same issue, pagination should be inclusive of all the texts.

· Language (O) The language the article is in. If unspecified, EN (English) is assumed. If an article appears in more than one language in the same issue, submit multiple language tags listed in the order in which the texts appear in the journal, not in the alphabetical order of the symbols. If one of the languages is English, enter EN first. 

· AuthorList (O) The author information must be enclosed in these tags. If a given article has one or more authors, this tag must be submitted. Authors should be listed in the same order as in the printed article, and author name format should accurately reflect the printed article. 
· Author (O) Information about a single Author must begin with this tag.

· FirstName (O) The Author's full first name is required if it appears in the print or online version of the journal. First initial is acceptable if full name is not available. 
· MiddleName (O) The Author's full middle name(s), or initial(s) if the full name(s) not available. 

· LastName (O) The Author's last name. 

· CollectiveName (O) The name of the authoring committee or organization. CollectiveName can be used instead of or in addition to a personal name.

· Affiliation (O) If a given article contains affiliations, this tag must be submitted. Please submit the affiliation for the first author only. If there are multiple affiliations and it cannot be determined which is the first author's affiliation, use the first affiliation. The data should be provided as a simple string within the <Affiliation> </Affiliation> tags. The body of the affiliation should include the following data, if applicable, separated by commas: division of the institution, institution name, city, state, postal or zip code, country followed by a period, then a space followed by the e-mail address which itself should not end in a period. Do not include the word 'e-mail'.
· PublicationType (O) Used to identify the type of article. The only available Publication Types are: Journal Article, Review, Letter, Editorial, Published Erratum, or Retraction of Publication. The default value is Journal Article.
· ArticleIdList (O) - The list of Article Identifiers. This tag is Required if ArticleId is present.
· ArticleId (O) - The Article Identifier. The ArticleId tag includes the IdType attribute, which may include only one of the following values for each identifier:
doi - Digital Object Identifier
url - Uniform Resource Locator
                           DOI should be supplied in the standard format, e.g., 10.xxx/xxx. Do not include any leading characters like “doi:” or submit the DOI as a URL.
· Abstract (O) The article's abstract. Include all text as a single ASCII paragraph. Headings of structured abstracts; e.g., OBJECTIVE, DESIGN, etc. should be capitalized and end with a colon, followed by a space before the text. Do not include citation information in the Abstract tag.
· KeywordsList(O) –The list of article's keywords. 

· Keywords (O) - The article's keyword.
· MeSHList(O) –The list of article's MeSH terms. 

· MeSH (O) - The article's MeSH term.
3.2 Special Characters
Characters not in the standard ASCII character set must be represented using standard SGML entity codes. For example, use "&rsquo;" to represent right single-quote, <sup> for superscript, and <inf> for inferior or subscript. Where they occur within the text of any tag, the following symbols must be represented by entities: & (ampersand), < (less than), > (greater than). Where these three occur in tag names or entities, simply use the ASCII characters.
